In large part due to the outstanding efforts 
of our General Manager, Terry Martin and 
his dedicated staff we significantly 
exceeded our 2006 budget income 
projections.  This increase of income was 
achieved through the vigorous pursuit of 
delinquent accounts. Since upgrading our 
computer capabilities and database we 
now have the ability to monitor all 
delinquent accounts on a day-to-day basis. 
We have added a part time property 
management specialist allowing us to 
closely focus on delinquent accounts.

We thank all those who sent their annual 
assessment in on time. The Association 
has collected $880,907 in assessment of 
the approximately $1.1 million available. 
Your timeliness allows us to start many 
capital projects much earlier than in years 
past which ultimately results in improved 
amenities for you.

 We encourage those who have not sent in 
their annual assessments, to do so as soon 
as possible. Your account has already 
been charged late fees totaling $50 and 
will be charged another $25 if we do not 
receive the assessment by June 30, 2007. 

 

 
BYLAW CHANGE 

The recent Bylaw change which became 
effective February 8, 2007, to Article IV  
Section 2, eliminates the reduction of 
assessments by combining lots. This will  
help the Association maintain a more 
constant revenue base. 

 
New in 2007 

We accept credit card payments online 
and by phone. There is a $5 administrative 
fee. 
 
Cable television service has been added to 
the fitness center.  
 
Cameras and no trespassing signs have 
been added to parks and facilities. 
Trespassers will be prosecuted. 
 

 A reminder to our  members; Please 
ensure that you have a 2007 Membership 
sticker on your vehicle if you plan to visit 
any of our parks in 2007. Members are not 
required to permanently place a sticker on 
their windshield, they may instead choose 
to display their membership sticker on a 
placard and have that placard on the dash 
so it is visible to our Park Rangers. Your 
cooperation will help us keep our parks 
for members and their invited guests only. 
If you want to bring a guest, then we can 
provide you a placard for their dash as 
well. Call the office 267 2895 during 
office hours and Park Ranger 951 8552 
after hours. People having vehicles not 
displaying membership or guest 
identification will be asked to leave the 
parks.
